All senior students will have the opportunity to take JKA-certified Sandan, Yondan and Godan examinations.

Training sessions for colour bells will teach basic techniques and the five Heian katas, and help students
transition from basic kumite to free sparring.

The registration deadline for the Regular Seminar led by senior CIKF instructors is June 30, 2010.
